Notification of proposed 
amendments to the FLWC By
-Laws was mailed by USPS to 
all members of the Club on 
March 10 to comply with the 
30-day rule for giving notice. 
The primary changes under 
consideration are:  

Article IV -  Dues; Section 
5: Membership Year  

This change would change 
the Club year from June - 
May to January - December. 

Article V -  Officers;  

Section  3: Term of Office  

This would change the term 
of office from 1 year to 2 
years and Installation would 
change from May to January 
as per the change in Article 
VII.  

Article VII -  Meetings; 
Section 1: Regular meet-
ings 

This change would extend 
the Club year from 8 to 10 
meetings 

Article VIII -  Board of Di-
rectors -   Limitation of 

Powers -  Section 3 - C + D:   

This seeks to eliminate a 2/3 
ballot vote of the entire 
membership  to obtain mem-
bership authorization for 
contract negotiations. It 
further eliminates notifica-
tion of members in writing 
by USPS -only delivery - and 
makes e-mail an acceptable 
means of communication of 
said changes. 

 Standing Rules -  Clubhouse 
Rules: #5 -  12  

Regarding the requirements 
of renters, this change 
places the rules under the 
rental contract so that they 
may be changed as needed 
by the Board.  

Throughout the By -laws 
there are other changes ne-
cessitated by the adoption 
of the ones mentioned above.

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Dear Members,   

Usually a notice would go out in April to all members 
reminding you that it is time to pay your $50 to re-
new for the next year.
